The basis of many
webpages is the HTML and CSS computer programming languages, which are used to build and style the
content of a webpage. Learning how to use these languages is an important step to creating your own
well-designed webpages.

Day 1 is intended as an introduction to HTML and CSS computer programming languages. We will first
cover the basics of these languages, then continue to explore various ways to use these languages to
create an effective and well-designed webpage.

Day 2 builds on what was learned in Part 1, providing more knowledge about how to build a website. The
course teaches why performance and organization are important, along with how to position content for a
website on any given page.
